Seed Sterilization
Liquid Method
1. Rinse seed with 100% Isopropanol for 30 to 60 seconds.  Spin down, and discard supernatant.

2. Rinse with 50% bleach containing 0.05% Tween for 5 minutes with gentle rocking.  Spin, and discard supernatant.

3. Rinse with sterile water, spin down, and discard supernatant.

4. Repeat 3 to 5 times (until a bleach odor is not detected).  

5. Use seeds immediately.  

Notes:

Approximately:  1 mg = 50 seeds

                          40 mg = 2000 seeds

If plating seeds out, resuspend seed in 0.1% sterile agarose.
